My dear Friends in Christ,

Greetings to you in the name of Jesus Christ our Saviour!

New Year Wishes and Greetings: Let me at the very outset join the Cathedral staff and
their families in wishing you a blessed and peaceful new year. The New Year is also the
space we have for a fresh beginning. It is my prayer that we will have the courage, the
creativity and the resolve to work towards something new in partnership with the God
who makes all things new.

2023 will also be my last year of Ministry in your midst as your Vicar. Therefore, the
latter few months of the year will be a few months of transition. This will also be the
last year in my term as the Archdeacon of Colombo.

Church: Having observed the feast “The circumcision and naming of Jesus”, on the 6th

the Church will observe the feast of the Epiphany, the manifestation or the revelation
of the God incarnate. Our next few Sundays will examine this theme from a few
perspectives. In Eastern Christian traditions this feast is referred to as the Theophany
of God.

Nation: The woes that the people of our nation face are numerous and a good
number of peace-loving citizens who have been let down due to the failures of our
national leaders are moving away.

We still seem to lack an accountability structure at the national level to hold our
leaders for their misdeeds. If this system is in place the burden of bearing the costly
price that is reclaimed from the citizens can be mitigated. It will take some time for us
a nation to recover in key sectors like agriculture, health, education, services, industry

and energy.

The feature of the Carol service was the
inclusion of members from the worshipping community. We now need to develop this
idea further.
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Sunday School: I also want to thank the Sunday School children for their very creative
presentation of the nativity story. Sunday School will reopen for the New Year on the
8th of January 2023.

Confirmation Classes: Confirmation preparation will recommence after a short break
on the 15th of January 2023. The dates will be shared with the group that is being
prepared (no new enrolments).

Community Kitchen (CK): Our community kitchen continues to function twice a week
feeding almost 500 people weekly. I am grateful to all of you who continue to support
this initiative financially. There is as always a need for volunteers to help with the
distribution of food. The food distribution takes place on Monday and Friday
between 4 pm and 5.45 pm in the evening. Your support will be much appreciated
and I commend this appeal to you.

Support for the Cathedral: Despite our having to contend with many challenges I am
extremely grateful to many of you who support the work of the Cathedral generously.
Your support is greatly appreciated and valued.
